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HELP for Brown University Students

Access ARTstor from Josiah or the Library Web (electronic resources lists). When you are not using a computer with a Brown IP address, use the Off-campus Access Service: http://dl.lib.brown.edu/libweb/proxy.php. Or, if you are a registered user of ARTstor, you can access it by going directly to www.artstor.org.
CONTENT: What is included in ARTstor? Click on About Collections on the homepage to see a description of each collection within ARTstor. ARTstor’s goal is to reach 500,000 images by July 2006. Coverage is intended to include art and architecture of all times and places. Negotiations for rights to images of works by 20th and 21st century artists are ongoing, however, so you may find few images representing some major figures in modern art. Content can be accessed by browsing the component collections, or by searching. Each collection has a custom outline of its holdings; you can drill down to the area of your interest. Searching is by keyword or for more precision, from the Advanced Search page.

Note that you will need to disable all pop-up blockers for the url www.artstor.org. If you have other technical difficulties, click on Using ARTstor on the homepage to access the System Requirements page.

Now you are ready to click the Launch button at the lower right of the homepage.
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REGISTRATION: You should consider registering with ARTstor. As a registered user, you will be permitted to log in to ARTstor from off campus without using the Off-Campus Access Service. Registration also allows you to add personal notes to images and to save groups of images for future reference. Once you have registered, you will need to log in each time you launch ARTstor, in order to have all the privileges of a registered user, which also include access to the Tools Menu. The buttons for registering and logging in are located at the upper right of the search/browse screen that appears after you launch ARTstor.
MENU BAR: ARTstor’s menu options are at the top of the search/browse screen:
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SEARCHING: For general art history, you will want to search the Image Gallery and/or the Art History Survey Collection. When searching by Keyword, you can search a single collection or all collections at once. In the Advanced Search window, you can pick and choose any combination of collections to search simultaneously. The Advanced Search pop-up window is invoked by clicking on that option in the menu bar at the top of the search/browse screen. You can enter values for up to 5 different fields, connecting them with Boolean operators, while also specifying which collections to search. Click on Help at the bottom of the Advanced Search window for searching tips, such as various options for using wildcards. Capitalization is disregarded. Exact word order can be specified by placing your search terms in quotation marks.
VIEWING: After you have conducted a search, the results will be returned as thumbnail images with brief captions. Double click on an image to open it in a half-screen window. You will need to familiarize yourself with the icons used in ARTstor to perform various display options. Mousing over each one displays a brief explanation of its function. One of the icons will display a single image full-screen. You can advance through the set of results as half-screen or full-screen images by clicking on the arrows at the bottom of the window. For other options, click on View in the menu bar.
SAVING GROUPS: Clicking once on thumbnails selects them. Use the Image Groups menu to save a set of selected images as a group. When you login at a later time, you can use the Image Groups menu to open a previously saved group. Images within a group can be dragged and dropped into the desired order for presentation.
PERMITTED USES: In general, ARTstor images may be used for educational, non-profit purposes. Click on the Terms and Conditions link on the ARTstor homepage for details.

PRINTING: If you print images from ARTstor, you must use the designated print function provided, which will automatically print an accompanying label indicating that the content may be used only for noncommercial uses. You may distribute print copies only to persons authorized under the Terms and Conditions of Use (i.e., Brown University affiliates).

DOWNLOADING: If you export images from ARTstor, you must use one of the designated export functions provided. You may export content only to a password-protected, access-restricted site on the web, or for personal use or classroom projection. Because of contractual obligations to rights holders, ARTstor permits only low-resolution downloads of individual images for use outside the ARTstor environment (less than 400 pixels on the long side). These images are acceptable for presentation in a seminar room, but not in a large lecture hall. To download a low-resolution image, click the SAVE button.

OFFLINE IMAGE VIEWER: To present high-resolution images in a classroom setting, you must either show them within ARTstor, or download them to the Offline Image Viewer (OIV), which is a presentation module that can be used in lieu of PowerPoint. The OIV can be downloaded from ARTstor by registered users, from the Tools menu.
HELP: Online help within ARTstor is generally excellent. Click on Help in the menu toolbar and select the first option, ARTstor Help. A window will open with a brief one-page overview and an index panel at the left. From the index panel you can select “How do I…,” which brings you to a long list of options. There is separate help for the Offline Image Viewer.
